An airport tax (TUUA) must be paid upon leaving the country through the “Jorge Chavez” International Airport. The tax is currently US$ 31.00, or the equivalent in nuevos soles, and is levied on all passengers.

6. Transportation:

The Peruvian Government will provide transportation only from the Roosevelt Hotel to the event’s venue and vice versa. If you are staying at a different hotel you must make your own arrangements to meet the rest of the participants at the Roosevelt Hotel or go directly to the event’s venue.

U.S. currency is generally accepted at most commercial establishments.

International credit cards are accepted by most hotels and businesses.

a. Hours:

Businesses (stores in general) are open from 10:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m., Mondays through Saturdays (Shopping centers are even open on Sunday.).

Most government offices operate from 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., Mondays through Fridays.

b. Weather:
At the time of year the Forum meets, the average temperature in Lima is approximately 16º C (68º F).

The climate of the capital city is not rainy but it is very humid.

c. Electricity:
The electrical current is 220 volts AC and 60 cycles. Most 4- and 5-star hotels also have 110-volt outlets.
