Summary of the meeting held on March 4, 1999 

1.
Consideration of draft resolutions

The Committee commenced its consideration of draft resolutions proposed by Member States for adoption by the General Assembly at its twenty-ninth regular session.   

a.
Program on Education for Peace in the Hemisphere

As had been agreed to at the Committee meeting held on January 21, 1999, the Chair presented two draft resolutions on the topic “Program on Education for Peace in the Hemisphere”, pursuant to the General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1604 (XXVIII-O/98). 

The Colombian delegation extended its Government’s offer to host the meeting of experts to design the draft program on education for peace in the Hemisphere, in Cartagena de las Indias on October 14-15, 1999.

The first draft resolution proposed that the Permanent Council resolve to (i) take note of the corresponding Committee Report; (ii) thank the Government of Colombia for its offer to host the experts meeting; and (iii) to recommend that the General Assembly postpone the experts meeting until October 1999, accept the offer by the Colombian Government to host the meeting in the city of Cartagena de las Indias, and convene the said meeting to consider the following draft agenda:

“Design a draft Program of Education for Peace in the Hemisphere, taking into account the following:

a. Education and peaceful settlement of conflicts

b. Education and the promotion of democratic values and practices

c. Education and the promotion of peace between states.”

The second draft resolution reflected the proposed Council recommendations to the General Assembly.

The Committee agreed to these two draft resolutions and authorized the Chair to report to the Permanent Council on the Committee’s work in this regard and to present the said draft resolutions

b.
Presentation by the Chair with regard to consideration of draft resolutions

The Chair made an oral presentation dealing with other draft resolutions to be submitted by Member States for consideration by the Committee and proposed possible dates.  The Committee noted that the delegations of Brazil, Canada, Chile, Jamaica, Honduras, Mexico and the United States were working on draft resolutions relating to the various mandates on hemispheric security assigned to the Committee in 1998.  The Chair reminded the Committee of its agreed schedule to finish its work by the end of April 1999.

Other business
a.
Informal meeting with Parliamentarians
The Chair informed the Committee that an informal meeting will be held at the OAS on March 18, 1999 with Parliamentarians who will be visiting the US at that time, and that this meeting would be chaired by Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Lionel A. Hurst, Permanent Representative of Antigua and Barbuda.  The Chair also reported that various delegations had offered to make presentations on hemispheric security-related issues at that meeting.

CSH participation in OSCE meeting

The Chair informed the Committee that, pursuant to operative paragraph 13 of the General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1566 (XXVIII-O/98), he would be attending the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) meeting to be held March 22-23, 1999 in Geneva. 

c.
Briefing on Ad Hoc Group on UN Biological Weapons Convention

The Chair informed the Committee that at his invitation, Ambassador Tibor Toth of Hungary, the Chairman of the Ad Group of the States Parties to the United Nations Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production and Stockpiling of Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin Weapons and on their Destruction, will address the Committee on April 6th.  The Committee agreed to this briefing, taking into consideration the several General Assembly resolutions on global solidarity in hemispheric security affairs which call for greater dialogue and exchange of information on cooperation in peace, confidence and security issues. 

d.
 Meetings

The Chair reminded delegations that the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Convention on Transparency in Conventional Arms Acquisitions would be meeting on the afternoon of March 4th  and all day on March 26th.
