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Through resolution AG/RES. 1886 XXXII-O/02 “Special Security Concerns of Small Island States of the Caribbean,” the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to prepare the Second High-Level Meeting on this subject, as follows:

“To instruct the Permanent Council to formalize the site, agenda, and date of the Second High-Level Meeting…  and to carry out the other necessary preparations for conducting the said meeting…” (Operative paragraph 2) 
Furthermore, the General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to transmit

“…the conclusions and recommendations of the Second High-Level Meeting to the preparatory body of the Special Conference on Security as a contribution to the preparations for that Conference.” (Operative paragraph 5) 
The Committee on Hemispheric Security considered this topic at its meetings of October 1, 8, and 29, 2002.  On October 8, an informal working group was established to carry out the necessary preliminary work and on October 29 said group presented its recommendations regarding the date, site, and agenda for the Second High-Level Meeting.  
On that same day, the Committee accepted the working group’s proposals, presented by the Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, and decided to recommend that the Permanent Council agree to hold the Second High-Level Meeting on January 12, 13, and 14, 2003, in Kingstown, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, to consider the following six subjects:

1. Assessment of implementation of the recommendations of the First High-Level Meeting on the Security Concerns of Small Island States (San Salvador, El Salvador, February 1998)

2. Identification and discussion of the special security threats and concerns of small island states

3. Consideration of appropriate multilateral strategies to address the special security threats and concerns of small island states in an effective and coordinated manner
4. Adoption of a security management model or better coordination approaches through which the special security threats and concerns of small island states can be appropriately and adequately addressed
5. Adoption of Recommendations to the Special Conference on Security (Mexico, May 2003)

6. Adoption of the Declaration of Kingstown on the Security of Small Island States.

The Committee has prepared a draft resolution containing these recommendations for consideration by the Permanent Council (document CP/CSH-500/02 rev. 1).  
On behalf of the Committee, I am pleased to present this report, along with the aforementioned draft resolution, to the Permanent Council, and to request that these recommendations be adopted.
