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In my capacity as Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, I am pleased to submit this Draft Work Plan (CP/CSH-647/04) to the members of the Committee for consideration.  To make it easier to read, I would like to suggest that the tasks assigned to the Committee be organized in the following way.

INTRODUCTION


The Permanent Council has instructed the Committee on Hemispheric Security to consider and take action on 19 General Assembly resolutions.  The purpose of this Draft Work Plan is to organize the Committee’s schedule for the period from August 2004 to May 2005 to allow its work to be concluded before the thirty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly.

The following aspects of the Draft Work Plan should be mentioned:

1. Follow-up to the Special Conference on Security
The Committee’s work is inextricably linked with the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted at the Special Conference on Security (Mexico, October 2003) and with its recommendations, which the General Assembly endorsed at its thirty-fourth regular session.

The coordinating role incumbent on the Committee on Hemispheric Security calls for a broad, multifaceted approach so as to avoid duplication and allow its work to be productive and coherent.  Consequently, I intend to hold consultations with the specified inter-American organs, agencies, and entities, with pertinent international organizations, with the respective areas of the General Secretariat, and, where appropriate, with civil society organizations.  Likewise, the Committee will have to take into account the inputs presented to it last year pursuant to the Declaration by the various organizations and entities, as well as the contributions made during the preparatory process for the Special Conference on Security.

What is needed is a clear, thorough understanding of the topic and the numerous details associated with the tasks assigned to the Committee to be able to define a feasible work plan that will lead to significant progress by June 2005, thus establishing a solid foundation for the comprehensive follow-up, evaluation, and implementation of the Declaration.
In this undertaking, I look forward to close collaboration between the Chair and the vice chairs and committee members, as well as ongoing support from the Committee secretariat.  As soon as possible, I shall submit to the Committee for consideration a revamped program of activities on this aspect of our work.


2.
Mandates


For ease of reference and to present this overview of related matters, the mandates have been organized into the three general topics dealt with in the Committee, with texts cited from the resolutions (Table I, attached):  A. Security in the Americas; B. Action against antipersonnel land mines; and C. Treaties, conventions, and topics related to disarmament and nonproliferation.


Moreover, reference is made to activities to be carried out by the General Secretariat (Table II, attached) and by the organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system (Table III, attached) that the Committee should take into account in considering the various items and in coordinating the Declaration on Security in the Americas.


Since the strengthening of security in the Americas depends to a large extent on transparency and confidence among states, it should be pointed out that it is important for member states to respond to requests from the General Assembly to exchange information and share experiences in this regard.  For ease of reference, a list of the reports requested this year by the General Assembly has been included.


The Chair would like to suggest that the Committee also take into account the other resolutions that are directly connected to its agenda and coordinating role for the implementation, evaluation, and follow-up of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, including resolution AG/RES. 2015 (XXXIV-O/04), “Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission,” operative subparagraphs 7.c and 7.p; resolution AG/RES. 2051 (XXXIV-O/04), “Support for the Work of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism”; and resolution AG/RES. 2045 (XXXIV-O/04), “Program for Democratic Governance in the Americas,” in particular the sections concerning the Guidelines for the Program, which are appended to the resolution.
3.
Methodology for the presentation of draft resolutions

With regard to the recommendations that the Committee is to present to the Permanent Council, I would suggest that, when a topic is being considered, any delegation wishing to make a new proposal or put forward a draft resolution or elements of a draft resolution do so at that time.  It will therefore be possible to conclude topics, or at least specific aspects thereof, over the course of the year and avoid the complications and inefficiency that might otherwise result.  To that end, the most prudent course of action would be to transmit proposals in advance to allow them to be included in the corresponding orders of business.


4.
Meeting schedule
Since budgeted resources for scheduling meetings of the Permanent Council and its committees and working groups are limited, I would propose that, to the extent possible, the Committee on Hemispheric Security hold one or two meetings on each topic to consider it across the board.  With regard to the topics for which the General Assembly has directed that a special meeting be held,
/ as far as possible everything related to the topic will be discussed at the same meeting, which could last one or two days, as appropriate.

By proceeding in this flexible and logical way, I think that the Committee can be more efficient in considering the topics entrusted to it by taking advantage of the experience of experts in the area from the member states and from relevant subregional, regional, and international organizations, who may be invited to participate in these meetings.
_________________◊◊◊_________________

The present security agenda in the Americas is much broader since it is multidimensional in scope and includes traditional threats as well as new threats, concerns, and other challenges to security, thus defining a new approach to a more secure Hemisphere.  As a result, at this moment in time the Committee has the opportunity to reorient itself and to launch a revitalized program that can lead to specific activities to strengthen security, confidence, and transparency among member states.  The Committee’s success during this period may depend, more than ever before, on closer and more active collaboration between the Chair and the members.  I would therefore be grateful to the members for any suggestions they may have on the work plan, which indicates how the Committee might tackle this sweeping agenda, and I look forward to working in collaboration with the members in its implementation.

In operative paragraph 8, the General Assembly resolved: “To support the holding of a second meeting of government cybersecurity practitioners, to be convened by CICTE for appropriate follow-up on the recommendations on the establishment of the Inter-American Alert, Watch, and Warning Network, which are contained in the document CICTE/REGVAC/doc.2/04 and which form part of the Strategy.”


�.	CICAD will be asked, through its Executive Secretariat, for information on resolution AG/RES. 2015 (XXIV-O/04), in particular subparagraphs 7.c and 7.p, which are related to this topic.


�.	The delegation of Brazil requested a review of the translation into the other official languages of the English term “confidence-enhancing measures.”  This review is pending.
