FOREIGN RELATIONS POLICIES:

· The essential task of the Norwegian foreign policy is to work for Norway’s interests internationally: to safeguard the country’s freedom, security and prosperity. Norway’s interests are determined by such factors as its geographical location in a strategically important area, its open economy, its position as a coastal state and steward of substantial marine resources, and its extensive exports of oil and gas. 

· The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Norway also works to promote peace and security, an international legal system, an economically just world order and sustainable development. 

· Bilateral relations are of great importance to achieve the main goals of Norwegian foreign policy, especially those related to the member countries of the European Union (EU) as well as the Nordic countries.

· Norway has played a leading role in promoting gender equality, sexual and reproductive health, and human rights for sexual orientation and gender identity on the international agenda. 
· In carrying out its foreign policy, Norway participates actively in many International Organizations such as the United Nations (UN), the Artic Council; the North Atlantic Treaty Organization, the Euro-Atlantic Partnership Council, the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development, the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank, and World Trade Organization among many others.
DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION:

· The objective of Norway’s development policy is to fight poverty and bring about social justice. The Government has achieved its target of allocating 1% of gross national income (GNI) to international development.
· Norway’s development policy is designed to promote economic development, democratization, implementation of human rights, good governance and measures that can lift people out of poverty for good. Priority is given to education, humanitarian assistance, health and vaccination, private sector development, climate change adaptation and mitigation, and human rights.
NORWEGIAN AGENCY FOR DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION (NORAD):

· The Norwegian Agency for Development Cooperation is a specialized directorate under the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

· Norad assures the quality of Norwegian development assistance by means of: technical advisory services, quality assurance, grant administration, communication, and evaluation.

· The majority of Norwegian development assistance is administered by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Norwegian foreign missions. In the case of aid funds that are not administered by Norad, the agency provides advice on what is required to achieve results, communicates results and contributes to debate on the effects of development assistance.

· The following are Norad’s main tasks in International Development Cooperation for the period up to 2015:

· Help to empower recipient countries to achieve their own development goals

· Concentrate most resources on following up on the main priority areas of Norwegian development policy

· Help to promote a focus on and communicate the results of Norwegian development assistance activities

· Produce and apply knowledge of what works and what doesn’t in order to improve development assistance

· Be an instigator of public debate on development assistance and development

· Develop expertise, working methods and leadership that enable Norad to solve complex tasks effectively

· In 2013, Norway contributed approximately $4.2 billion (32.8 billion NOK) in aid internationally, of which 14.5% was allocated to Latin America, with the majority directed to Brazil.

· Development Aid in 2013 focused on the following sectors in the Americas: economic development and trade, good governance, health and social services, education and environment and energy

INVOLVEMENT WITH THE AMERICAS:
· Norway maintains diplomatic relations with all OAS Members States and has established embassies in Argentina, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Cuba, Mexico, and the United States of America.

· In Central America, Norway's assistance to the Center for Justice and International Law (CEJIL) was extended in May 2013 for another three years and the organization is continuing its efforts to provide training to human rights organizations in Central America to enable them to bring their cases before the Inter-American Human Rights System, organize seminars and spread information material. In 2012 CEJIL set a greater focus on women's rights, and it has also begun work within the rights of the indigenous people.

COOPERATION AGREEMENTS WITH OAS:
· In March 2012, the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, through its Embassy in Guatemala, signed a contract with the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights (IIDH) to provide up to NOK 18 million (approximately US$2.8 million) to support the Strategic Plan 2012-2014: “Human Rights Education as a Key to the Democratic Future”, which seeks to promote human rights education; strengthen access to justice and citizen security, especially for women and indigenous populations; impulse democracies with more participation and inclusion of vulnerable populations; promote the respect for and guarantee of social, economic and culture rights; and strengthen the capacity of the IIDH to implement its institutional Strategic Plan 2012-2014 in the region.
· On November 22, 2012, the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, through its Embassy in Guatemala, signed an agreement in which Norway will make a grant of up to NOK 14,100,000 (approximately US$2.2 million)
