FOREIGN RELATIONS POLICIES:
· Serbia promotes and protects human rights at national and international levels, as the axle of its Foreign Policy in accordance with the United Nations Charter, and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. This Policy aims to strengthen its international position through the creation of political cooperation, confidence building and security cooperation in the region.

· Its European integration is one of the most important foreign policy objectives. This integration is based on the establishment and promotion of regional cooperation in Western Balkans.

· The General Directorate for Multilateral Cooperation is in charge of Serbian activities with international organizations, bodies and conventions such as the United Nations, the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), the International Monetary Fund (IMF), and the World Bank.

· In the context of the United Nations, Serbia is a member of more than 20 specialized agencies and its cooperation areas  focus on human rights, refugees and their repatriation, environmental protection, and peace-keeping. 

· Serbian’s Security Policy aims to cooperate with the European Union (EU) in the field of Common Security and Defense Policy (CSDP), cooperation in the framework of the NATO Partnership for Peace Program, as well as cooperation in the framework of the United Nations, the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, international forums and initiatives concerning disarmament, non-proliferation and arms control. Serbia is also working on developing a comprehensive policy on combating International Terrorism.
· Other objectives of Serbian’s Foreign Policy in the field of multilateral cooperation are:

· strengthening multilateralism related to climate change, combating terrorism, sustainable development, energy problems, 
· attracting foreign investments
· developing tourism and improving the country's prestige in the world at large; 
· combating stock-piling and use of chemical weapons
· The priority areas for intergovernmental cooperation are based on establishing and developing the public supply infrastructure (energy supply, district heating networks, and water supply), and promoting small and medium-sized enterprises to improve Serbia’s productivity.
INVOLVEMENT WITH THE AMERICAS: 
· Serbia maintains embassies in six countries of the Americas: Argentina, Brazil, Canada, Cuba, Mexico and the United States of America.

COOPERATION AGREEMENTS WITH THE OAS: 

· Memorandum of Understanding between the Government of the Republic of Serbia and the OAS General Secretariat, through which Serbia will contribute a minimum of US$20,000, beginning in 2011, to OAS programs aimed at strengthening democracy and outreach programs to promote democratic values. Signed June 6, 2010.
